"The True North" from Toronto to Montreal
Teaching Design
贵州省实验中学 陈贵川
教材分析:
    本单元话题是介绍两个中国女孩乘坐列车从西向东穿过加拿大大陆过程中的所见、所历。本课是必修3第五单元using language部分，包括听力训练、阅读训练、口语训练和写作训练。要求听主题，听细节；阅读后了解文本细节并能够画出两女孩的旅行图；在说话和写作部分要求学生围绕课文内容谈感受。
学情分析：
    授课目标班级是该校A层次班级，词汇量和文本理解能力都不错。在口语、听力方面的能力还不是很整齐。不过该校的此部分课程已经上过，所以学生在理解文本基础上的听说能力的训练应该可以掌握得相对较好。
教学设计总体思路：
    鉴于该班学生已经上过此部分内容中的阅读部分，所以本节课的授课重点将侧重到听说写的训练上。听、说、写的内容也跳出课本本身的内容做出调整。
Teaching Aims:
   After the class, the students will be able to
  1. hear the target words (possible difficult words) to be ready for reading and speaking and hear the main idea of the listening text by listening;(语言技能)
  2. know the new words, the main contents of the reading passage and the logical relationship of these contents;（语言技能）
  3. learn to make up dialogues according to the reading text and dialogue situation;（语言运用及情感态度）
  4. perform the dialogues in front of the classes.（语言运用及情感态度）
Teaching important and difficult points:
  1. How to make dialogues correctly and logically?
  2. How to make themselves understood in English?
Teaching methods:
  1. Task-based teaching and learning;
  2. Communicative approach
Teaching procedures:
Step 1  Lead-in and teaching new words
    Show some pictures about the places and things of this text and teach the Ss. to read them correctly.
设计目的：
   通过图片吸引激发学生进一步了解的兴趣，教读地名及相关事物名称为听说读写搭建脚手架并让学生了解相关背景。
Step 2 Listening practice
    Play a dialogue related to the reading passage. Ask the students to hear those places and the main idea of the listening passage. 
设计目的：
    训练学生听主题的能力并强化目标词汇的正确读音，为阅读、说及写搭建基础。
Step 3 Reading
    1. Read the title and the passage quickly to correctly divide the passage into two parts and know the main idea of each part.
    2. Find out the writing order of the passage.
    3. Know the main details of the two girls' trip in the two cities by filling in blanks and ranging the logical orders of the traveling things.
    4. Draw a sketch to master their travelling procedure.
设计意图：
    通过标题找到划分部分的依据，从而快速掌握文章梗概，判断写作主要顺序；通过找细节和排序熟悉旅行事件及其先后关系；通过思维导图总结文章梗概为下一步对话搭建逻辑要素。
Step 4 Writing and Speaking
    Divide the students into five groups and ask them to first make up the given dialogues and then practice performing the roles in these dialogues respectively. After that, make them to report in front of the class.
    设计意图：分组完成任务，倡导合作与互助，降低任务难度，节省任务时间；补全对话，训练学生对阅读课文的内容的掌握和根据语境写对话的能力；角色扮演让学生更广范围、更积极地参与说话训练；呈现小组成果，训练作汇报同学说的能力以及其他同学听的能力。
Step 5 Homework
    1. Make up the information of the mindmapper.    

    2. With the help of the mindpapper, write down and retell the journey from Toronto to Montreal in the name of “I” or “we”.
 设计意图：完善思维导图，训练思维导图设计和分析能力；安排改变人称写作及复述课文内容，训练学生写和说的能力。
